unheard, and unloved. We hosted dinners, movies, trivia,
bingo, and karaoke because joy builds community.

Since its inception, the City Hope House continues to be
a safe, steady home for healing for 25 men and women.
And since reopening after 2021, the City Hope Cafe has
become a consistent anchor of connection, serving our
neighbors the best coffee and pastries in town.
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City Hope is what is good and growing in San Francisco.
We’re going all-in on what we believe because every
person who walks into City Hope belongs here.

But belief doesn’t work unless we work together. I am
beyond grateful for each one of you who have stepped
up, gotten involved, and helped us build a community
with purpose. Thank you for investing in the kind of city
we all want to call home.
